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ADOPTIONS INTEGRATED SYSTEM (AIS)

ADOPTIONS CASELOAD REPORTS MODULE IMPLEMENTATION
The Adoptions Division and the Bureau of Information Services (BIS) are pleased to announce the implementation of the Adoptions Caseload Reports module into the existing web-based Adoptions Integrated System (AIS).  The Adoptions Caseload Reports can be accessed through the LA Kids Web Applications link and will be used exclusively by the Adoptions Division staff.  This module will reflect child and applicant cases that are opened as primary cases to Adoptions workers, and is designed to replace the current “R: Drive” MS Access 97 data entry portion for the Active Adoption Cases database.  It will eliminate the need for each user to have MS Access 97 installed on their individual PC.  The users can now view these reports from any DCFS Office through the AIS link on LA Kids.

The Adoptions Caseload Reports contains downloaded child and applicant case information from the Child Welfare Services/Case Management System (CWS/CMS) and AIS that will continue to be updated to the reports database twice a month at the beginning and middle of each month.  The Adoptions Caseload module allows Adoptions staff to identify and track progress on the adoption process for each child and applicant, and any barriers that must be resolved prior to adoption finalization.  Reports are being designed to assist staff in tracking their cases for milestone events to allow for the timely completion of the adoption process.

Access to the system

Access to the AIS system requires use of your CWS/CMS User ID.  The County Office Administrator (COA) for Adoptions will maintain the login accounts, password resets, and assign staff the appropriate security access privilege within the application as needed.
